1. Locate the rear access panel and move the rear seat forward to gain access. (Fig. 1)
2. Open, and remove, the access panel. (Fig. 2 & 3)
3. Remove the cabin filter door by pressing down on the top clip and pulling it outward. (Fig. 4 & 5)
4. Slide the dirty filter out of the housing. (Fig. 6)
5. Slide the new K&N cabin air filter into the housing. (Fig. 7 & 8)
6. Reverse steps 2-3 to complete cabin filter installation. With the cabin filter installed, clean an area on the inside of the 
access panel and apply the K&N Stop Decal. The decal will help notify others that this is a re-usable cabin filter.
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
